Proje, ylksekogretim ile ilgili hizmetlere erisimi artirmak icin burs destegi saglamaktadir.
Toplumsal cinsiyetin ana akimlastiriimasi, dezavantajh gruplarin dahil edilmesi, yararlanicilarin
belirlenmesi ve projenin uygunlamasindaki temel yaklasimlardir. Universiteler, belediyeler,
devlet kurumlari, uluslararasi ve yerel kuruluslar arasinda ylksekdgretim, sosyal uyum ve
istihdam firsatlarina katilma konularinda 6grencilerin becerilerini gelistirmek icin ortakliklar
tesvik eder.

Proje, Uluslararasi Gog Politikalari Gelistirme Merkezi'nin ana basvurucu oldugu ve Ankara
Universitesi (i¢ ve Kuzey Anadolu Bélgesi illerini kapsayan), Hasan Kalyoncu Universitesi
(Guneydogu Bolgesi illerini kapsayan) ve Marmara Belediyeler Birligi’nin (Marmara
Bolgesi'ndeki illeri kapsayan) ortak basvurucular oldugu dort Gyeden olusan bir konsorsiyum
tarafindan uygulanmaktadir.

Avrupa Birligi tarafindan finanse edilmektedir.

Tirkiye, 2014 yilindan bu yana diinyanin en fazla gé¢men barindiran ulkesi
konumundadir. Uluslararasi koruma altinda yaklasik 330.000 kisi ve gecici koruma
altinda 3.3 milyondan fazla Suriyeli bulunmaktadir. 2023 yili itibariyle Turkiye'de
yliksekogretime kayith 58,213 Suriyeli 6grenci bulunmaktadir. Mevcut yiksek
O0gretime kayit oranlari, genel lniversiteye devam oranina kiyasla dnemli 6lglide
duslktir. Ev sahibi hiikimet, yasal ve prosediirel degisiklikler yoluyla, Turkiye'de
gecici koruma ve uluslararasi koruma altindaki kisilerin yiiksek 6grenime erisimde
karsilastiklari engelleri FRIT ("Tilrkiye'de gegici koruma saglanan Suriyeliler ve
dezavantajli ev sahibi topluluklar igin yliksek 6grenim" ve HOPES Projesi), BM ve
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diger fonlar (DAFI Turkiye Burs Programi ve Turkiye'de UNHCR Burslari) tarafindan
finanse edilen burslarla ortadan kaldirmaya galismis ve hedef gruplarin yiksek
ogretime erisimiyle ilgili belirli mali ve ¢esitli diger engelleri de ele almistir.

Bu girisimler, ylksek kayit sayilari, distk okul terk oranlari ve 6grenci not
ortalamalarindaki tutarlilk agisindan 6nemli gelismeler saglamakla birlikte,
engellerin bircogu, hedef gruplar icin hala bir zorluk olmaya devam etmektedir.

Genel amag, Tlrkiye'deki gecici koruma ve uluslararasi koruma altindaki 6grenciler ile yerel
ev sahibi toplumdan 6grenciler icin yliksek6gretime erisimi, beceri gelistirme ve sosyal uyum
yoluyla yararlanici 6grenciler igin istihdama giden yollari gliclendirmeyi artirmaktir.

Ozel amag, Tiirkiye'deki gegici koruma ve uluslararasi koruma altindaki dgrenciler ile yerel
ev sahibi toplumdan 6grenciler i¢in yliksekogretime kayit ve mezuniyet oranlarini artirmaktir.

Onerilen eylem, temel olarak (i¢ bilesene dayanmaktadir:
1. Burs ve destek mekanizmalarinin olusturulmasi,

2. Bursun dagitimi, 6grenci performansinin izlenmesi ve destek faaliyetleri,
3. Sosyal uyum ve istihdam odakli faaliyetler.

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The ‘European Union Scholarships (BEURs) Project’ aims to increase access to higher
education and strengthen pathways to employment through skill development and social
cohesion for Syrian students under temporary protection, students under international
protection, and students with Turkish citizenship who pursue undergraduate/graduate
studies.

The project provides scholarship support to increase access to higher education and
associated services. Gender mainstreaming and inclusion of vulnerable groups are the
fundamental approaches during the selection of beneficiaries and implementation of the
project activities. The project focuses to create synergies for reaching the overall and specific
objectives and promotes partnerships between universities, municipalities, government
institutions, and international and national organisations for upskilling students with regard
to higher education, social cohesion, and integration to employment opportunities.

The project is implemented through a consortium consisting of four members where the
International Centre for Migration Policy Development is the lead applicant and the Ankara
University (covering the provinces in Central and North Anatolia Region), Hasan Kalyoncu
University (covering the provinces in the South East Region), and Marmara Municipalities
Union (covering the provinces in Marmara Region), are the co-applicant consortium members.

The project has a three-year implementation period between 1 January 2023- 31 December
2025 and is funded by European Union.

Tirkiye, as the largest refugee-hosting country in the world since 2014. There are
more than 3.3 million Syrians under temporary protection in addition to
approximately 330,000 persons under international protection. As of 2023, 58,213
Syrian students have been enrolled in higher education in Tilrkiye. The current
higher education enrolment rates are significantly lower compared to the overall
university-attendance rate. Through legislative and procedural amendments, the
host government has tried to eliminate the barriers that persons under temporary
protection and international protection in Tirkiye face in accessing higher
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education Scholarship initiatives funded through FRIT (‘Higher education for
Syrians under temporary protection and disadvantaged host communities in
Tirkiye’ Project and the HOPES Project) and UN and other funds (DAFI Tarkiye
Scholarship Programme and UNHCR Scholarships in Tirkiye) also addressed
certain financial and various other barriers in relation to access to higher
education by the target groups.

While these initiatives delivered solid improvements in terms of higher enrolment
numbers, lower dropout rates and consistency in student GPAs, many of the
barriers still remain to be a challenge for the target groups in accessing and
completing higher education.

The overall objective is to improve access to higher education and strengthen pathways to
employment through skill development and social cohesion for Syrian students under
temporary protection, students under international protection and students with Turkish
citizenship in Turkiye.

The specific objective is to increase enrolment to and graduation from higher education by
Syrian students under temporary protection, students under international protection and
students with Turkish citizenship in Tirkiye.

The proposed action rests mainly on three components of activities consisting of:

1. Establishment of the scholarship and support mechanisms,
2. Granting of scholarships, monitoring of student performance, and support activities,
3. Social cohesion and employment-oriented activities.

The target groups are Syrian students under temporary protection, students under
international protection and students with Turkish citizenship in Tiirkiye who pursue
undergraduate/graduate studies.
